We are seeking two enthusiastic and experienced Medical Physicists to take up senior roles in the medical physics team within our radiation oncology service. 

Wellington is the capital city of New Zealand. It is a vibrant and compact city located in a magnificent natural harbour setting, and it offers an attractive lifestyle. Wellington Hospital is the major teaching and tertiary referral hospital in the city and the Wellington Cancer Centre is a comprehensive cancer centre that incorporates medical oncology, radiation oncology and clinical haematology services. The cancer centre will be moving into a new building in mid 2005.

The radiation oncology service has a complement of modern Varian equipment including two IMRT capable linacs, simulator, 3D treatment planning system and a networked radiotherapy patient management system. Superficial x-ray, CT simulator and MR imaging are also available. Plans are at an advanced stage to expand services with a third linear accelerator and HDR brachytherapy.

The successful applicants will join a team of 4 medical physicists and 2 medical physics registrars. They will be expected to take a leading role across the full range of clinical physics activities including teaching of registrars and thesis supervision. Specific areas of responsibility will be negotiated according to experience and areas of interest. 

Applicants must have a postgraduate degree in medical physics and sound experience in radiation oncology physics. Preference will be given to those who have achieved the relevant certification or registration standard for radiation oncology physicists in their home country. 
Salary will depend on experience and will be based on the national Medical Physicists Collective Employment Agreement. 

Applications from non-New Zealand residents, for either permanent or fixed term employment contracts, are encouraged. Sponsorship will be provided for the necessary immigration permits, and relocation assistance will be offered.
