Capital Health, Atlantic Canada’s largest academic health care organization, is recruiting a Medical Physicist for the Cancer Care Program at the QEII Health Sciences Centre site in Halifax, Nova Scotia. As a member of the Department of Medical Physics, you will work with a team of eleven medical physicists and eight support staff in three treatment centres, and play a key role in cancer care.  Academically, you will have a faculty appointment in the Dalhousie University Department of Radiation Oncology and contribute to research and development, graduate student training and our radiation oncology residency program. We offer a salary competitive with similar positions in Canada.

This is a very exciting time for the Capital Health Cancer Care Program.  In the last year alone we have installed a Varian 21EX linac, a Varian Acuity Simulator (with cone-beam CT), and we have implemented IMRT clinically.  Looking to the future, we are making plans to expand radiation services through the installation of new treatment equipment (including linacs) and the recruitment of additional staff.  A number of research opportunities exist due to our active research program and state-of-the-art equipment. Also, the upcoming creation of a Medical Physics degree program by Dalhousie University, as well as the existing Radiation Oncology Residency Program, will provide many opportunities for those interested in teaching.
The QEII Health Sciences Centre is a major tertiary care facility and is closely integrated with the Dalhousie University Faculties of Medicine and Health Professions. A comprehensive integrated cancer care program with nearly 400 staff provides care to 3000 new patients per year. The medical physicists work collaboratively with radiation oncologists (10), radiation therapists (36), oncology nurses and support staff in the program. Cancer education, training and research programs are  undergoing significant growth due to large bequests and focused efforts.

The Medical Physics Department provides staffing for medical physics services at the QEII Health Sciences Centre in Halifax, the Cape Breton Cancer Centre in Sydney and the Prince Edward Island Cancer Treatment Centre in Charlottetown. The Medical Physicist is based in Halifax.

The QEII is equipped with five Varian accelerators with MLC, Portal Vision and Varis.  The most recent accelerator, a 21EX, is equipped with an aSi portal imaging system, Millenium MLC, and gating capabilities.  Selectron LDR and HDR units are in use as well as a superficial x-ray machine. There are active IMRT, stereotactic radiosurgery, intravascular brachytherapy and total body radiation programs.  Simulation is carried out on a Picker AcQsim CT system and a Varian Acuity simulator with cone beam CT capabilities.  Planning systems include Theraplan Plus, Nucletron and BrainLAB BrainSCAN. Fully equipped electronics and machine shops provide clinical and research support. The Sydney facility is equipped with two Varian accelerators, a Varian simulator, a Theraplan Plus planning system and a GE Advantage Sim workstation.  The PEI facility has a Varian 2100 EX accelerator, a cobalt unit,  a GE CT-Simulator and a Helax-TMS Planning system.

To be considered, you hold a M.Sc. in Physics or Medical Physics and you are certified in radiation oncology physics as a Member of the Canadian College of Physicists in Medicine or equivalent (MCCPM, DABR, DABMP).  Previous research experience is an asset. In accordance with Canadian Immigration requirements, priority will be given to Canadian citizens and permanent residents of Canada.

Halifax, with a population of 350,000 is small enough to allow you to live within easy reach of both your work and the beauty of the many lakes and ocean vistas nearby, and large enough to have a full spectrum of educational, cultural and recreational resources.
