Our 23EX accelerator will be upgraded to include an On-Board Imager for IGRT and Portal Dosimetry in June 2005.  The accelerators have 120 Millenium MLCs and use aSi portal imaging, and are respiratory-gating ready.  We also have a 6/100 treatment unit for palliative and in-patient care.  We have Acqsim CT simulator along with a conventional Odelft simulator, and a second, CT-simulator with multi-slice capabilities will be installed in the fall of 2005.  HDR brachytherapy is performed using a microSelectron HDR remote afterloader, which will be upgraded this fall, complete with a new planning system.  The Variseed treatment planning system is used for prostate I-125 and Pd-103 implants and Eclipse treatment planning using Helios for IMRT optimization and 3DCRT.  Varis/Vision 7.0 is used as the information system.  We have full service contracts on all equipment through the manufacturers and are proud to be a Varian reference site.  A new Siemens Biograph 6 PET/CT scanner is available on site, complete with a Leonardo Radiation Oncology software package.   We have an outstanding collection of physics equipment including the Wellhofer Blue water phantom, Sun Nuclear’s Mapcheck and Daily QA2 devices.
