It is an exciting time for the Division of Medical Physics, CancerCare Manitoba (CCMB). The installation of the newest linear accelerator in November will complete a recent expansion to 7 linacs (equipped with multileaf collimators, dynamic wedges and EPIDs), a cobalt unit, an orthovoltage unit, an HDR unit, a CT-simulator, a conventional simulator (with cone beam CT), a multi-workstation state-of-the-art treatment planning computer and a prostate implant program. We collaborate with, and support activities at the adjacent Health Sciences Centre where there is a Radiosurgery Program using a Leksell Gamma Knife®, a recently installed PET/CT and where an associated cyclotron has been ordered.  Operating from a recently completed center that enables CCMB to treat its approximately 2,800 radiation therapy patients per year in a bright, attractive, state of the art facility, this is a position that will allow you to take your career to the next level. 

The Medical Physics Division has some 50 clinical, technical and administrative staff and 8 students operating in the Radiation Protection, Imaging Physics, Radiotherapy Physics, Nuclear Electronics and Medical Devices Services, as well as in an active Research & Education program. There are opportunities for collaborative research with colleagues at the University of Manitoba and the University of Winnipeg, as well as at the nearby Institute of Biodiagnostics, a branch of the Canadian National Research Council, which has extensive MRI and functional imaging research facilities.
You will be called upon to lead a team that currently consists of 9 Medical Physicists, 2 Residents and 3 Physics Associates. Funding has been approved for an additional medical physics position. Reporting to the Provincial Director: Medical Physics, the Head will be responsible for planning, leading, coordinating and reporting the work of the well-trained staff as well as his/her own clinical, research and teaching activities. The Head will serve on the Radiotherapy Program Management Team and as a member of the Divisional Management Team. 

The Division of Medical Physics at CancerCare Manitoba has university and teaching hospital affiliations and academic appointments are available in Radiology and Physics (www.umanitoba.ca). The research activities include IMRT beam optimization, Portal Image registration, functional imaging and the development of novel breast imaging techniques. Start-up funds to establish your research program will be provided. An ISO 9001 certified mechanical shop, strong electronics, and IT staff and facilities support the division.

Winnipeg is a medium-sized city of 700,000 with four seasons offering a wide range of cultural, entertainment and sports activities. There are two universities, a large community college and a good school system. Excellent facilities for hiking, sailing, canoeing and cross-country skiing are available nearby.
