The Department of Medical Physics at the Saskatoon Cancer Centre is inviting applications for a Medical Physicist. The Saskatoon Cancer Centre is a comprehensive cancer treatment and research facility serving a population of approximately 500,000 people and is located on the University of Saskatchewan Campus on the bank of the South Saskatchewan River.  
The Radiation Oncology program at the Saskatoon Cancer Centre treats about 1200 new patients annually using two fully matched Clinac 21EX units with 120 leaf MLC and aSi portal imaging systems, an SL75 linear accelerator, a GE Hispeed CT simulator with prospective gating and a conventional simulator SLS38, an orthovoltage unit and a Selectron LDR. A fourth treatment unit Clinac iX with on-board kV imager and cone beam CT will be operational in January 2006. The treatment planning is done with a Pinnacle 3D RTP system with four workstations.  The program provides IMRT and 3D conformal treatments and participates in RTOG and multi-institutional clinical studies using IMRT.  The program also includes an interstitial brachytherapy program and I-131 treatments for thyroid ablation.  The Department of Medical Physics is presently staffed with three Senior Medical Physicists, five Dosimetrists, three Electronics Engineers, Mould Room Technicians, a Physics Assistant and Secretary. 

Medical Physicists are expected to participate in all clinical, educational and research activities of the Medical Physics Department and show leadership in clinical studies and research.  The department has a graduate program in Medical Physics through the University of Saskatchewan and collaborates in the research activities at the Canadian Light Source (CLS) Synchrotron facility, Western College of Veterinary Medicine and the Department of Toxicology at the University of Saskatchewan. Opportunities exist for an academic appointment in the Department of Physics and Engineering Physics at the University of Saskatchewan. 
Applicants for the Medical Physicist position must have a postgraduate or graduate degree in Medical Physics or a related field and two to seven years post residency training experience in clinical radiation oncology physics.  Membership in the Canadian College of Physicists in Medicine or equivalent is preferred.  Appointment could also be made at the level of a Senior Medical Physicist for a more experienced and appropriately qualified candidate.
In accordance with the Canadian Immigration requirements, priority will be given to Canadian citizens and permanent residents of Canada.
