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PROVINCIAL ACADEMIC MEDICAL PHYSICS LEADER

The British Columbia Cancer Agency has an opening for an Academic Medical Physics Leader to join a group of 35 other medical physicists in the Radiation Program

The British Columbia Cancer Agency (BCCA) is a multi-disciplinary diagnostic, treatment and research organisation dedicated to cancer control of the highest quality. The BCCA serves the province through 4 Cancer Clinics at Vancouver, Surrey, Kelowna & Victoria. The Agency treats approximately 10,000 radiotherapy patients annually and does this with state-of-the-art planning & treatment equipment. Clinical programs in stereotactic radiosurgery, IMRT, ultrasound-guided prostate brachytherapy, and proton therapy are offered. Imaging facilities including MRI and a newly established program in functional imaging using PET/CT are provided. We also operate a medical physics residency training program.

Agency medical physicists provide three courses to the CAMPEP accredited graduate medical physics academic program affiliated with the University of British Columbia (UBC) and a graduate medical physics program with the University of Victoria. There are currently 5 PhD and 7 MSc students doing research projects under the supervision of Agency physicists.

Current research activity includes Monte Carlo based dose calculations for IMRT, IMRT delivery optimisation, radiobiological modeling, optimising the use and measuring the impact of new technology for patients treatments. A number of industry collaborations have been established for some of these initiatives. Some of the project work is being conducted in collaboration with our physician colleagues. Several projects have attracted national & regional grant funding.

There is significant basic science research at the BC Cancer Research Centre (BCCRC) (the research arm of the BCCA) and details about this work can be found at the following web address (http://www.bccancer.bc.ca/RES/ResearchPrograms/default.htm). Opportunities exist for collaboration between the medical physics group and scientists in the BCCRC.

The Medical Physics Academic Leader (MPAL) will be responsible for the development of an internationally competitive provincial medical physics research program within the organisation. In collaboration with the clinical physics leadership team the MPAL will be responsible for managing allocated research and academic time for clinical medical physics staff.
It is expected that candidates would be eligible for an academic appointment at the University of British Columbia at the level of Associate or Full Professor. An attractive salary and benefits package is offered.

The successful candidate should have a Ph.D. degree in Medical Physics or related discipline with an established and proven track record in medical physics research leadership.

Applicants should submit a cover letter, current CV & provide the names and contact details (including email addresses) of three referees. This competition closes February 28th, 2005.
In accordance with Canadian immigration requirements, priority will be given to Canadian citizens and permanent residents of Canada. We thank all those who apply; however, only candidates chosen for interview will be contacted.
