In collaboration with the Radiation Program of the BC Cancer Agency, research time can be made available on the more than 20 linear accelerators, CT and MR scanners, and a whole body PET scanner located in their facilities. The cancer imaging group in the BC Cancer Research Centre is very well equipped for tissue imaging and spectroscopy at both the microscopic and macroscopic level. UBC has fore-front medical imaging research infrastructure including a high resolution research head PET scanner, a small animal PET scanner, a 3T whole body MRI scanner and a 7T animal MRI scanner. In addition, TRIUMF, Canada's National Laboratory for Nuclear and Particle Physics, has active programs in radioisotope production, radiotracers, and development of new radiation imaging detector systems
Candidates should have a Ph.D. degree or equivalent, relevant postdoctoral experience, an outstanding research record and an aptitude for teaching at the undergraduate and graduate level. The appointment(s) will be made at the level of Assistant Professor, but a higher rank may be considered for applicants with exceptional qualifications. The University of British Columbia has an accredited graduate Medical Physics program, hires on the basis of merit and is committed to employment equity. We encourage all qualified persons to apply; however, Canadian citizens and permanent residents will be given priority.
