The Department of Physics and Astronomy at Laurentian University invites applications for a three-year term appointment at the Assistant Professor level effective July 1, 2002. Applicants must have a Ph.D. in physics with preference being given to candidates specializing in medical physics who have membership in the Canadian College of Physicists in Medicine, or equivalent.  Successful candidates will be expected to teach at the undergraduate and graduate level and to conduct research in a field related to the department's specialties.  These include medical or biomedical physics possibly in collaboration with colleagues at the North Eastern Ontario Regional Cancer Centre, neutrino astrophysics and trace radioisotope research at the nearby Sudbury Neutrino Observatory, and condensed matter physics.  While it is anticipated that the appointment will be in an area related to medical physics, other qualified physicists are invited to apply, in which case preference will be given to applicants with postdoctoral or equivalent experience. The department has an M.Sc. graduate program in Applied Physics, and a biomedical physics undergraduate program in addition to general and honours physics degree programs. This position requires teaching in English.  In accordance with the University's Policy on Bilingualism, Laurentian has a requirement of passive bilingualism (French/English) as a condition of tenure.
